Flower Dissection

Objectives:


To learn the parts of the flower


To compare the male and female anatomy


To understand the differences between flower species and their reproduction

Materials:


Instructions sheet


1 flower per person


Writing utensil


Utility knife/scalpel


Colored pencils/markers


White index card and blank sheet of paper

Procedure: 

Part 1 – Alstroemeria

1) You will be given one Alstroemeria and you will need to obtain one note card

2) Begin by making obwervations of your flower.  Write down what it looks like, its texture, smell, size, colors or any other features you notice below.

3) On a separate blank sheet of paper, draw your flower with stem and leaves. Then label it Figure 1 Alstroemeria.  

4) Note the color and flower position, label the Petals, Sepals, Nodes, Internodes, and Leaves and label on Figure 1.

5) Using a scalpel, very carefully, make a vertical incision to open your flower.  Hold open the flower and look inside to see the various structures

6) On another sheet of paper, draw your flower pinned open.  Label it Figure 2 Alstroemeria.  Be sure to label the Receptacle, Anther, Stamen, Filament, Stigma, Style, Ovary & Pistil.

7) Tape the each of the 13 individual flower structures to the index card provided and label each and complete the questions on the back
